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Subject: - Minutes of the 6™ meeting of District Environment Committee (DEC) held under the
chairmanship of Deputy Commissioner, Mansa on 23.06.2021 at 11:00 AM,
incompliance to Hon'ble NGT Orders.

At the outset of the meeting, the Assistant Environmental Engineer, Punjab Pollution
Control Board, Regional Office, Bathinda welcomed the Chairman and Members of the District
Environment Committee. The list of officials, who attended the meeting, is attached as Annexure-
1.

The Assistant Environmental Engineer, Punjab Pollution Control Board, Regional
Office, Bathinda apprised that in compliance to the Hon'ble National Green Tribunal orders dated
26.09.2019, the Govt. of Punjab, Deptt. Of Science Technology and Environment vide notification
no. 10/352/2018-STE(5)/1605949/1 dated 31.10.2019 has constituted District Environment
Committee under the Chairmanship of Deputy Commissioner of the District to review the issues
related to the Environment. He further informed that the District Environment Plan for Mansa
has been prepared and submitted to the Department of Environment and Climate Change
(DECC), Govt. of Punjab.

The Assistant Environmental Engineer, Punjab Pollution Control Board apprised that
the major environmental issues related to the District Mansa are Municipal Solid Waste
Management, Domestic Effluent Treatment and Disposal of ULB’s and drainage of effluent into
river Ghaggar and drains leading to it. He also apprised that there are 7 ULB’s under District
Mansa which include Municipal Councils Class-I (1 nos.), Municipal Councils Class-Il (1 nos.),
Municipal Councils Class-lll (1 nos.) and Nagar Panchayats (4 nos.). He further informed that to
treat the domestic effluent generated there are operational STP’s in 5 no. ULB’s (Mansa,
Budhladha, Bareta, Bhikhi and Sardulgarh) and one no. STP is under construction at Boha ULB.
