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DISTRICT PROFILE

Amritsar is an important city of the State. It is a major commercial, cultural and transportation centre. It is also the centre of
Sikhism and the site of the Sikh’s principal place of worship. Amritsar, the city of Golden Temple symbolizes the spiritual
heritage of Punjab. The epic stories of Golden Temple and Jallianwala-Bagh have given a unique place to this dynamic city in

the history of the nation.

Amritsar is a district headquarters. The city is situated 217 km northwest of state capital Chandigarh and 455 km northwest of
New Delhi, the national capital. It is near Pakistan, with the Wagah Border being only 28 km away. The City is spread in an area

of 170 sgm. According to the 2011 census, the population of Amritsar was 11,32,761 persons.

The Tung Dhab Drain originates from Village- Talwandi Bharat, District- Gurdaspur. The total length of this drain is about 38

The drain enters the Amritsar city at village- Pandori Lubana and after traversing 10 Km distance it joins the Hudiara Drain. The
drain carries waste water discharged by Municipal Corporation, Amritsar through its 02 nos. disposal points located at Batala
Road, Opposite AS Farms &Majitha Road, Near ESI Hospital and the residential areas / villages falls outside the MC limits of
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Amritsar at FatehgarhChurian Road and Majitha Road. The untreated effluent from dairies located at stretch Dera Baba

Darshan Singh to Majitha Road is also discharged into the drain. The drain also carries the treated effluent of industries located

on Verka Road, Batala Road, Majitha Road, and Ajnala Road. Tung Dhab Drain has its outfall into Hudiara Drain which

ultimately enters Pakistan Territory.

land for plantation, 02 nos. industries having discharge into sewer leading to STP and remaining 01 no. industry has adopted
ZLD technology. 05 industries have been closed down by the Board u/s 33-A of Water Act, 1974. The Total discharge at the
catchment area of Tung Dhab drain is 27.98 MLD out of which 25.54 MLD is into Tung Dhab drain.

Dairies

There are 107 dairies falling in the catchment area of Tung Dhab drain which are discharging their waste water and solid waste

A.S. Farm,
Batala Road, Amritsar and Near ESI Hospital, Majitha Road, Amritsar. There are certain villages like Nag Kalan, Pandori

Waraich, Pandori Lubana etc. are also discharging their domestic effluent into drain.
Hudiara Drain

This drain is one of the main tributaries of River ravi. The total length of Hudiara drain is 98.6 and 44.2 km in Indian territory

and 54.4 in Pakistan territory.

Divided into four seasons, the climate remains at an extreme during summers and winters. Winter season in Amritsar is from
November to March. The months between April and June face hot air which also leads to a lot of humidity in the city.
Monsoons calm the heat from July onwards till September, which is then followed by post monsoons which lasts just till the
beginning of November. June remains one of the hottest months in Amritsar where the climate is very dry with temperatures
going up to 40 degrees. The humidity too remains high in the mornings and starts diminishing towards evening. But all in all
the hot waves make it uneasy. Amritsar on average seems roughly 703.4 mill meters (27.69 in) of precipitation annually. The
