EE PPCB informed that the subject cited matter was filed before
Hon’ble NGT for seeking the issuance of directions to the various
respondents to take preventive measures to treat N-choe and
Jagatpura drain water and install more STPs in all the villages and
sectors of Mohali and Chandigarh from which these Nallah
originates and passes through before merging into Ghaggar river.
Hon'ble NGT vide order dated 4 June 2021 in the matter has
directed the Chief Secretary, Punjab and the Advisor to the
Administrator, UT Chandigarh to take further appropriate remedial
measures to comply with the mandate of law, including the
directions of the Hon’ble Supreme Court and this Tribunal.
Further, a joint Committee of CPCB, PPCB and UTPCC was
constituted to furnish a status report.

Hon’ble NGT has disposed off the matter on 05.01.2022 with the
following directions:

* Punjab Government and Chandigarh Administration are
required to sort out the issue w.r.t jurisdiction of village
Faida and take appropriate action of laying of sewage
network and its treatment, in a time-bound manner.

* Government of Punjab is required to take action for
collection and treatment of untreated sewage from
villages of Mohali Area viz. Amb Sahib colony, village
Kambala, village Papri, village Manauli and village Dairi,
village KauraMajra, village ChachuMajra, village Saini
Majra, village Chau Majra, village Nagiari, village
Gigemajra, village Kalauli, vilage Mote Majra, village

ADC(UD) decided that GMADA and
DDPO shall sit together and find
methodology for treating the waste-
water generated from villages and is
now being disposed into Jagatpura
drain/N-choe.
