At the outset, Environmental Engineer, Punjab Pollution Control Board informed that progress on decision of previous meeting has been received from most 
of the departments and only some the departments have not submitted the report. ADC(UD) desired that all departments shall sent timely reports to Punjab 
Pollution Control Board on the decision of meeting of the District Environment Committee in future. Thereafter, the agenda points of the meeting were 
discussed which are as under:

The 
PPCB shall approach the 
concerned ADCs/SDMs for 
monitoring the ETPs installed 
by the individual industries.  
In district Mohali there are 41 
industries which are located 
on Ghaggar Catchment  which

use of treated wastewater of 
STPs for urban landscaping, 
green belts, road sprinkling, 
urban parks etc. during no 
demand period.  

DC, Mohali decided that 
MCs/GMADA/ PSIEC shall 
make sure that treated 
wastewater of STPs is being 
used for urban landscaping, 
green belts, road sprinkling, 
urban parks and will bring 
progress regarding quantity 
of treated wastewater 
being used by them in MLD 
for this purpose.

7 Status of Utilization of 
National Clean Air Program 
(NCAP) Funds for 7 NACs 
(Dera Bassi, MGG, Jalandhar, 
Khanna, Nangal, Dera Baba 
Nanak, Patiala) -  
Environmental Engineer 
informed that during SLMC 
meeting it was decided that 
ADCs to conduct separate 
meeting under the 
chairmanship of the respective 
DCs of all NACs within weeks’ 
time in coordination with 
respective ROs of PPCB to 
ensure the utilization of funds 
available under the NCAP. The 
progress of utilization of NCAP 
funds will be reviewed with all 
the DCs of 9 NACs on 28.07.23 
at 11:00 AM through VC under 
the Chairmanship of Secretary, 
Science Technology & 
Environment. 

DC decided that MC 
Derabassi shall complete 
the pending work of 
utilization of NCAP funds 
amounting to Rs. 45 lakh 
within 15 days and give UC 
to PPCB. 

No report received  EO, MC, Derabassi will call the tender 
regarding anti-smog gun, procure the 
same as soon as possible and submit 
utilization certificate to PPCB.

In district Mohali, Derabassi is 
non-attainment city and in 
2021-22, NCAP funds 
amounting to Rs.32 lakh was 
released to MC, which was 
utilized by them. In 2022-23, 
NCAP funds amounting to 
Rs.45 lakh was released to MC, 
which hasn’t been utilized by 
them so far. 

8 Review of the Progress of the 
Action Plan for Solid Waste 
Management - Environmental 
Engineer informed that during 
SLMC meeting it was decided 
that ADCs/DCs to monthly 
review the progress of source 
segregation of solid waste in 
the meetings of District 
Environment Committee. 
PPCB carried out a drive 1 
month back for cleaning solid 
waste dumped near Ghaggar 
bridge Derabassi with the help 
of industries and MC 
Derabassi, however, people 
are still disposing their solid 
waste near Ghaggar bridge 
which may lead to entering 
river Ghaggar during this 
monsoon season.  

DC, Mohali decided that 
Drainage Department shall 
lodge FIR against the 
violators which are 
dumping the solid waste 
into river Ghaggar and shall 
book the person concerned, 
immediately. 
All the MCs shall ensure 
source segregation of solid 
waste is being practised in 
all of their wards.  

No report received All the ULBs shall ensure that no person 
is disposing off the solid waste into the 
drains and will take strict action against 
the violators. 

9 Review of the Progress of the 
Action Plan for Plastic Waste 
Management and steps taken 
for Elimination of Single Use 

DC, Mohali decided that 
ULBs shall carry out regular 
inspections on the 
manufacturers & retailers 

MC Lalru has confiscated 66 kgs plastic 
bags and collected fine of Rs 28,200 from 
Dec to 17.7.2023  

 All the ULBs shall carry out regular 
inspections regarding ban on single use 
plastic and update details on whatsapp 
group created by PPCB. 



Plastic - Environmental 
Engineer informed that during 
SLMC meeting it was decided 
that ADCs to conduct regular 
inspections on the 
manufacturers & retailers, in 
coordination with PPCB and 
Local Bodies, for enforcing ban 
on Single Use Plastic and 
plastic carry bags. 
Environmental Engineer 
informed that PPCB has also 
carried out raid on 1 no. 
plastic carry bag manufacturer 
in Mohali  and plastic carry 
bags were confiscated with 
the help of MC Mohali 

for enforcing ban on Single 
Use Plastic and plastic carry 
bags and give wide spread 
media coverage. 

MC Mohali has confiscated 74 kgs plastic 
bags and collected fine of Rs. 1,59,000   
from Dec to 17.7.2023 

MC Zirakpur has confiscated 121 kgs plastic 
bags and collected fine of Rs 38450/- from 
Dec to 17.7.2023 
MC Banur has confiscated 43.7 kgs plastic 
bags and collected fine of Rs 29,600/- from 
Dec to 17.07.2023
