
Minutes of the 18th Meeting of Distt. Environment committee to be held on 29.08.2023 at 09:30 AM 
under ADC (UD), SAS Nagar.

At the outset, Environmental Engineer, Punjab Pollution Control Board informed that progress on decision of previous meeting has been received from most 
of the departments and only some the departments have not submitted the report. ADC (UD) desired that all departments shall sent timely reports to Punjab 
Pollution Control Board on the decision of meeting of the District Environment Committee in future. Thereafter, the agenda points of the meeting were 
discussed which are as under:

Environmental Engineer 
informed that during SLMC 
meeting it was decided that 
STP sampling shall be carried 
out PPCB jointly with District 
Administration to reduce the

2 Status of ETP Monitoring - 
Environmental Engineer 
informed that during SLMC 
meeting it was decided that 
DCs to randomly select 10% of 
the total ETPs for joint 
monitoring with PPCB. The 
PPCB shall approach the 
concerned ADCs/SDMs for 
monitoring the ETPs installed 
by the individual industries.  
In district Mohali there are 41 
industries which are located 
on Ghaggar Catchment  which 

PPCB will share list of water 
polluting industries on 
Ghaggar Catchment except 
the industries which are ZLD, 
to SDM, Derabassi and SDM, 
Derabassi will make plan for 
visiting these industries along 
with PPCB. 

SDM Derabassi along with PPCB officials 
have visited M/s Nectar Lifescience Pvt. 
Ltd. Unit-2, village- Saidpura, Derabassi, 
M/s Nahar Process House – 1 & 2, 
Derabassi, M/s Bromo Organics, Derabassi 
and samples from outlet of ETP were 
collected.  

 
Remaining industries will be visited along 
with SDM Derabassi shortly.

STP of capacity 8 MLD (1 MLD, 3 MLD & 4 
MLD) are proposed and land is being 
finalized.

4 Revision of Action Plan for 
Reuse of Treated Wastewater 
of STPs 
- Environmental 
Engineer informed that during 
SLMC meeting it was decided 
that ADCs to hold separate 
meetings with EOs to plan the 
use of treated wastewater of 

EOs, PSIEC, PWSSB will go 
through the guidelines 
regarding utilization of treated 
water for urban landscaping, 
green belts, road sprinkling 
and make action plan for 
utilization of treated waste-
water.

MC Lalru submitted that they have sent the 
plan to soil conservation department for 
reuse of treated wastewater reply the 
treated wastewater of STPs will use for car 
washing, flushing & for plantation.  

All MCs will take up the matter with 
solid conservation department for 
maximum reuse of treated wastewater.  
Soil Conservation Department shall also 
takeup the matter for reuse of treated  
wastewater for all the STPs  at faster 
pace and submit action taken report in 
this regard before the next meeting.

ADCs to conduct separate 
meeting under the 
chairmanship of the respective 
DCs of all NACs within weeks’ 
time in coordination with 
respective ROs of PPCB to 
ensure the utilization of funds 

EO, MC, Derabassi will call the 
tender regarding anti-smog 
gun, procure the same as soon 
as possible and submit 
utilization certificate to PPCB.

Environmental Engineer 
informed that PPCB has also 
carried out raid on 1 no. 
plastic carry bag manufacturer 
in Mohali  and plastic carry 
bags were confiscated with 
the help of MC Mohali
