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DISTRICT PROFILE

Ferozepur (also written as Ferozepur) is one of the 23 districts of the State of Punjab, located along the International Border with Pakistan. Ferozepur is
district since the British rule and neighbouring districts of Moga, Sri Muktsar Sahib and Fazilka were once the tehsils of this district. Ferozepur district is

located in the western part of the State of Punjab in the Malwa region.

River Sutlej flows west to the district and forms the boundary with the district Jalandhar, Kapurthala, Tarn Taran and Kasur district of Punjab State of
Pakistan. Harike Wetland (Harike Pattan) formed at confluence point of River Sutlej and River Beas is located at North-West corner of the District and
at this point three regions of the State i.e. Majha, Malwa & Doaba meet. Harike Wetland with the Harike Lake in the deeper part of it, is the largest
wetland in Northern India and is also a Ramasar Site. Two major head works on River Sutlej — Harike head works & Hussainiwala head works are located
in district Ferozepur. India’s largest canal i.e. Indira Gandhi Canal (Rajasthan Feeder) along with Ferozepur Feeder starts from Harike head works.
Ferozepur Feeder is known as lifeline of Southern-western Malwa region as it is major source of irrigation and drinking water in this region. Indira Gandhi
Canal is major source of irrigation and drinking water in six districts of the State of Rajasthan. Two major canal head works in the district are —
Gurdittiwala head works, where Ferozepur Feeder bifurcates into two canals — Ferozepur Feeder & Sirhind Feeder and Balianwali head works, where
Gang Canal (Bikaner Canal) starts.

Three major drainage networks of the district are — Sukkar Nallah drainage network, Phidda drainage network & Phidda Outfall drainage network and
all three drainage networks have outfall in river Sutlej at village Masteke, Langeana, Gazniwala respectively.

e Ground Water

Central Ground Water Authority has been constituted under Section 3 (3) of the Environmental (Protection) Act, 1986 to regulate and control

development and management of ground water resources in the country.

The Government of Punjab has constituted Punjab Water Regulation & Development Authority (PWRDA) under the Punjab Water Resources

(Regulation and Management) Act, 2020 and is mandated to regulate the water resources of the State for ensuring their judicious, equitable and
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sustainable utilization and management. The PWRDA is providing ad-interim permission for groundwater extraction to industrial and commercial

units in the State.

The PWRDA has decided that the Board shall continue to grant consent to establish (NOC) / consent to operate to the industries with the advisory
to obtain necessary clearance for abstraction of ground water from the Punjab Water Regulation & Development Authority (PWRDA). However,
aforesaid clearance shall not be insisted upon by the Punjab Pollution Control Board at the time of grant of consent to establish (NOC) / consent
to operate to the industries.

Climate

The normal annual rainfall of Ferozepur District is 449 mm in 24 days which is unevenly distributed over the district. The
southwest monsoon sets in last week of June and withdraws towards end of September and contributes about 78% of annual
rainfall. The rest of the rainfall (22%) occurs during non monsoon period. The climate of the district is characterized by the
dryness of the air an intensely hot summer and cold winter. The year may be divided into four seasons. The cold season starts
by late November and extends to the middle of March. It is followed by hot season which continues to the end of June when the

south-west monsoon arrives over the district. The post monsoon season period is from October to December.
