At the outset, the Environmental Engineer, PPCB, Regional Office, Faridkot intimated that Hon'ble National Green Tribunal in its order dated 05.07.2021 in 

OA no. 360 of 2018 in the matter of Shree Nath Sharma Vs Union of India & Ors had directed in para no. 21 of the said order for completion of District Environment Plans of 

various Districts of the State. In compliance to said order, District Environment Plan of Fazilka was finalized which includes the timelines for completion of various activities 

i.e. management of solid waste, plastic waste, E-waste, C&D waste, bio-medical waste, hazardous waste, air quality, water quality, industrial wastewater, mining activities 

and noise pollution. 

A meeting was taken by Monitoring Committee with the District level officers of District Ferozepur to review the action taken on the activities as mentioned 

in District Environment Plan of District Ferozepur in compliance to order dated 8.2.2022 of Hon’ble National Green Tribunal in OA No. 360 of 2018 in the matter of Shree 

Nath Sharma Vs Union of India and others on 17.06.2022 at 10:15 AM in the Committee Room, District Administration, Ferozepur . The stakeholder departments were asked 

to make compliance and extended timelines be mentioned in revised District Environment Plan and be submitted & uploaded on the website of PPCB/District 

Administration. 

He further welcomed all the officers/representatives of various stakeholder departments present in the meeting. Point wise activities of District 

Environment Plan and decisions of monitoring committee meeting dated 17.06.2022 was discussed to review the progress of activities mentioned in the District 

Environment Plan. The review of same is as under:

2.0 Solid Waste Management 

2.1 Segregation of Solid Waste It is apprised that MCs namely Ferozepur, Guru Har 

Sahai, Talwandi Bhai, Makhu, Mudki, Mallanwala Khas 

and Mamdot have not achieved 100% source 

generation and the Executive Officers of all the MCs 

requested that the timelines for achieving 100% 

source segregation for solid waste management may 

be extended to 31.01.2023. 

The Monitoring Committee accepted the 

request made by all the MCs and directed that 100% 

source segregation of solid waste by all the MCs shall 

be achieved by 31.01.2023 and the said timelines may 

be mentioned in the revised District Environment Plan. 

MCs have submitted that 100% 

source generation will be achieved 

by 31.01.2023. 

MCs was directed to achieve 

100% source segregation of 

solid waste by 31.01.2023 

and accordingly, the said 

timelines be mentioned in the 

revised District Environment 

Plan. 

2.2.1 Sweeping (Manual sweeping) MCs namely Ferozepur, Guru Har Sahai, Talwandi 

Bhai, Makhu, Mudki, Mallanwala Khas and Mamdot 

informed that manual sweeping is carried out on 

regular basis. 

The Monitoring Committee noted the submission 

made by the MCs and directed that manual sweeping 

may be carried out by all the MCs twice in day time 

and once in night time in the residential and 

commercial areas by 31.12.2022 and the same may 

be mentioned in the revised District Environment Plan. 

MC has assured that manual 

sweeping will be carried out twice 

in day time and once in night time 

in the residential and commercial 

areas by 31.12.2022. 

MCs was directed to make 

compliance as per decisions 

of meeting dated 17.06.2022. 

2.2.2 Sweeping (Mechanical sweeping) The Monitoring Committee was informed that MC 

Ferozepur has purchased mechanical sweeping 

machine and the same has been put into operation. 

MC has assured that treated 

wastewater of STPs will be utilized 

for sprinkling purposes before 

MCs was directed to make 

compliance as per decisions 

of meeting dated 17.06.2022 
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  The Monitoring Committee noted the 

compliance and directed that in compliance to order 

dated 3.12.2020 of Hon'ble National Green Tribunal in 

OA No. 283 of 2020 in the matter of R.S Virk Vs 

Central Pollution Control Board, treated wastewater of 

STPs may be utilized for sprinkling purposes before 

sweeping the roads to suppress the dust emissions. 

sweeping the roads to suppress 

the dust emissions 

 

2.3 Waste collection: Door to door 

collection of solid waste 

All the MCs apprised that 100% door to door collection 

of solid waste has been achieved by them. 

The Monitoring Committee noted the 

compliance. 

MCs apprised that 100% door to 

door collection of solid waste has 

been achieved by them. 

MCs was directed to maintain 

100% door to door collection 

of solid waste. 

2.4 Waste Collection: Arrangement 

for door to door collection of solid 

waste 

As per District Environment Plan the timeline for 

making 100% arrangements for door to door 

collection of solid waste by providing accurate number 

of vehicles by all the MCs has been mentioned as 

30.06.2022. 

The Monitoring Committee noted the 

submission made by MCs and directed that all the MCs 

may provide adequate number of vehicles for door to 

door collection of solid waste by 30.06.2022. 

MCs have submitted adequate 

number of vehicles for door to 

door collection of solid waste will 

be provided by 31.10.2022. 

It directed to make 

compliance by 31.10.2022. 

Accordingly, timeline be 

amended in District 

Environment Plan. 

2.5 Waste Collection: Waste 

Collection trolleys with separate 

compartments 

All the MCs requested that adequate number of 

compartmentalized trolleys shall be made available by 

30.6.2022, the timeline as mentioned in the District 

Environment Plan. 

The Monitoring Committee note the submission 

made by the MCs namely Ferozepur, Zira, Gur Har 

Sahai, Talwandi Bhai, Makhu, Mudki, Mallanwala Khas 

and Mamdot and directed that these MCs may provide 

adequate number of compartmentalized trolleys for 

collection of solid waste by 30.06.2022. 

MCs have submitted adequate 

number of vehicles for door to 

door collection of solid waste will 

be provided by 31.10.2022. 

It directed to make 

compliance by 31.10.2022. 

Accordingly, timeline be 

amended in District 

Environment Plan. 
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2.6 Waste Collection Mini Collection 

Trucks with separate 

compartments 

In the District Environment Plan, it has been 

mentioned that all the MCs namely Ferozepur and Zira 

have inadequate mini collection trucks with separate 

compartments. MC, Zira informed that the required 

number of compartmentalized mini trucks have been 

made available. The remaining MCs namely Gur Har 

Sahai, Talwandi Bhai, Makhu, Mudki, Mallanwala Khas 

and Mamdot do not require mini collection trucks with 

separate compartments. 

The Monitoring Committee noted the 

submission made by MCs and directed that MC, 

Ferozepur shall provide adequate number of mini 

collection trucks with separate compartments by 

30.06.2022, the timeline as mentioned in the District 

Environment Plan. 

MC, Ferozepur has submitted that 

adequate number of mini 

collection trucks with separate 

compartments will be provided by 

31.10.2022. 

MC, Ferozepur was directed 

that adequate number of mini 

collection trucks with 

separate compartments will 

be provided by 31.10.2022. 

Accordingly, timeline be 

amended in District 

Environment Plan. 

2.7 Waste Deposition Centre (For 

domestic Hazardous waste) 

In the District Environment Plan, it has been 

mentioned that the activity w.r.t. waste deposition 

centre for domestic hazardous waste has been 

completed by all the MCs. 

The Monitoring Committee noted the 

compliance and directed that one additional 

compartment may be added in the existing 

compartmentalized rickshaw rehries/tri-cycles/solid 

waste collection vehicles for door to door collection of 

domestic hazardous waste by all the MCs and the 

waste so collected may be stored temporarily in the 

separate compartment to be provided at the material 

recovery site and same may be disposed of as per the 

provisions of the Hazardous Waste Management 

Rules, 2016 / Bio-Medical Waste Management Rules, 

MCs assured that one additional 

compartment will be added in the 

existing compartmentalized 

rickshaw rehries/tri-cycles/solid 

waste collection vehicles for door 

to door collection of domestic 

hazardous waste and the waste 

collected will be stored temporarily 

in the separate compartment at 

the material recovery site and will 

be disposed of as per the 

provisions of the Hazardous Waste 

Management Rules, 2016 / Bio- 

Medical Waste Management 

Rules, 2016. 

MCs was directed to make 

compliance as per decisions 

of meeting dated 17.06.2022. 
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  2016 and the same may be mentioned in the revised 

District Environment Plan. 

  

2.8 Waste Transfer Points MCs namely Ferozepur, Zira, Gur Har Sahai, Talwandi 
Bhai, Makhu, Mudki, Mallanwala Khas and Mamdot 
informed that required number of waste transfer points 
have been maintained by the MCs. 

The Monitoring Committee noted the 
submission made by the MCs and directed that two 
compartmentalized trolleys on rotation basis may be 
stationed at the waste transfer point instead of 
maintaining waste transfer points (secondary points) 
to avoid any nuisance and maintain aesthetic 
environment in the area. The said activity may be 
completed by 30.09.2022 and the said timeline may be 
mentioned in the revised District Environment Plan. 
The waste transfer points (secondary points) already 
maintained by the MCs may be replaced by 
30.09.2022. 

MCs have assured that two 

compartmentalized trolleys on 

rotation basis will be stationed at 

the waste transfer point instead of 

maintaining waste transfer points 

(secondary points) to avoid any 

nuisance and maintain aesthetic 

environment in the area. 

MCs were directed to make 

compliance by 30.09.2022 

2.9 Wet-waste management: On-site 

composting by bulk waste 

generators (BWGs) 

All the MCs namely Ferozepur, Zira, Gur Har Sahai, 
Talwandi Bhai, Makhu, Mudki, Mallanwala Khas and 
Mamdot informed that all the bulk waste generators 
existing within MC limits have been identified and these 
bulk waste generators shall either be pursued to 
construct compost pits in their premises or MCs shall 
make agreement with BWGs for lifting and treatment 
of wet waste of these BWGs with suitable user charges 
by 31.08.2022. For management of dry waste, 
necessary agreement for lifting and its scientific 
disposal shall be made with BWGs by the MCs with 
suitable user charges to be paid by BWGs to the 
concerned MC by 31.08.2022. 

The Monitoring Committee noted the 
submission made by all the MCs and directed that 
either adequate number of compost pits by the bulk 

MCs have informed that agreement 
with BWGs for lifting and treatment 
of wet waste is being made and it 
will be completed by 30.09.2022 

MCs were directed to make 

compliance by 30.09.2022 
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  waste generators may be got provided by the 

concerned MC or shall make agreement with BWGs for 
lifting and treatment of wet waste with suitable user 
charges by 31.08.2022 and necessary agreement for 
lifting and management of dry waste generated by the 
bulk waste generators may also be made by each MC 
by 31.08.2022 and the said timelines may be 
mentioned in the revised District Environment Plan. 

  

2.10 Wet Waste Management: 

Composting of Wet Waste 

As per District Environment Plan, it has been 
mentioned that all the MCs namely Ferozepur, Zira, 
Gur  Har  Sahai, Talwandi Bhai, Makhu, Mudki, 
Mallanwala Khas and Mamdot have provided adequate 
number of compost pits for management of wet waste. 

The Monitoring Committee directed that all 
the MCs shall ensure that the compost pits provided 
for management of wet waste may be operated 
scientifically in proper manner. It was further directed 
that proper record, mentioning the quantity of wet 
waste put into the compost pits, quantity of manure 
produced from processing of wet waste, quantity of 
manure sold to the farmers or distributed free of cost 
among the society or utilized in the parks as manure, 
may be maintained by all the MCs. 

MCs have informed that the 
required number of compost pits 
have been provided for treatment 
of wet waste and record of manure 
is being maintained 

The Chairperson noted the 
compliance. 

2.11 Dry Waste Management: Material 

Recovery Facilities (MRFs) 

As per District Environment Plan, all the MCs namely 
Ferozepur, Zira, Gur Har Sahai, Talwandi Bhai, Makhu, 
Mudki, Mallanwala Khas and Mamdot have provided 
adequate number of material recovery facilities for 
management of dry waste. 

The Monitoring Committee noted the 
compliance and directed that material recovery facility 
may be maintained properly and the dry waste 
collected at material recovery facility sites may be 
disposed of in an environmentally sound manner. A 
proper record for disposal of dry waste, collected at 
MRF site, may be maintained by all the MCs. 

MCs have submitted that adequate 

no. of MRF have been provided for 

the management of dry waste and 

record of generation, disposal ids 

being maintained. 

MCs was directed to ensure 

100 % management, 

treatment and disposal of dry 

waste all the times. 

The chairman advised that the 

recyclable dry waste also 

disposed by rag pickers take a 

monthly meeting with rag 

pickers and maintained the 

record of disposed material. 
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2.12 Disposal of inert and non- 

recyclable wastes : Sanitary 

Landfill Site 

In the District Environment Plan, it has been 
mentioned that none of the MCs, namely Ferozepur, 
Zira, Gur Har Sahai, Talwandi Bhai, Makhu, Mudki, 
Mallanwala Khas and Mamdot have identified sites for 
disposal of inert and non-recyclable waste. MCs 
requested that the sanitary landfill sites shall be 
identified by 31.07.2022 and these sites shall be 
developed scientifically by 30.09.2022 and requested 
that timeline for the same may be extended 
accordingly. 

The Monitoring Committee accepted 
the request made by all the MCs and directed that sites 
for disposal of inert and non-recyclable waste may be 
identified by 30.9.2022 and these sites may be 
provided/developed scientifically by all the MCs by 
30.09.2022 and said timeline may be mentioned in the 
revised District Environment Plan. 

MCs have informed that Sanitary 

landfill for the disposal of inert and 

non-recyclable wastes will be 

identified and developed by 

31.12.2022. 

MCs were directed to develop 

make compliance by 

31.12.2022 and accordingly, 

the said timelines be 

mentioned in the revised 

District Environment Plan. 

2.13 Remediation of historic/ legacy 

dump site 

As per District Environment Plan, the timeline for 
remediation of legacy waste by all the MCs namely 
Ferozepur, Zira, Gur Har Sahai, Talwandi Bhai, Makhu, 
Mudki, Mallanwala Khas and Mamdot has been 
mentioned as 30.6.2022. The Monitoring Committee 
observed that there is need to assess the quantity of 
legacy waste lying dumped at dumping site. It was 
further informed that during the monitoring carried out 
by PPCB on 13.06.2022 and the same was seen online 
through whatsapp, it was observed that solid waste 
was found dumped underground by MC, Ferozepur on 
the land measuring about 2 acres. 

The Monitoring Committee noted the 
submission made by MCs and directed as under: 
i)       The quantity of legacy waste lying dumped at 
dumping site may be assessed by all MCs by 
31.07.2022. 

MCs have informed that 100% 

legacy waste will be remediated by 

all the MCs by 31.12.2022 and 

record of by-products namely Bio- 

soil, RDF, C & D waste and inert 

waste produced will be 

maintained. 

MC Ferozepur has submitted that 

Paddy crop has been sown on the 

land where legacy waste was 

found dumped and assured that 

100% legacy waste will be 

remediated after harvesting crop 

by 31.12.2022 

MCs was directed to ensure 

100 % treatment of legacy 

waste (dumped/undumped) 

by 31.12.2022 and the said 

timelines be mentioned in the 

revised District Environment 

Plan. 
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  ii) 100% legacy waste may be remediated by all 

the MCs by 31.12.2022 and said timeline may be 
mentioned in the revised District Environment Plan. 
iii) The by-products namely Bio-soil, RDF, C & D 
waste and inert waste produced during remediation of 
legacy waste may be disposed of in an environmental 
sound manner and proper record in this regard may be 
mentioned by each MC. 
iv) PPCB shall assess the quantity of solid waste 
dumped underground by MC, Ferozepur on the land 
measuring about 2 acres and the same may be got 
extracted and remediated from MC, Ferozepur by 
31.08.2022. 

  

2.14 EPR of producers: Linkage with 

producers/brand owners 

In the District Environment Plan, it has been 
mentioned that all the producers/brand owners are 
being directed to submit the action plan for disposal of 
plastic waste under Extended Producer Responsibility 
(EPR). MCs informed that no such action plan has been 
submitted by producers/brand owners and these 
producers/brand owners shall again pursued to make 
arrangements for disposal of plastic waste under EPR 
by 31.08.2022. 

The Monitoring Committee noted the submission 
made by the MCs and directed that all the 
producers/brand owners may be pursued to make 
arrangements for disposal of plastic waste under 
Extended Producer Responsibility (EPR) by 31.08.2022 
and the same may be mentioned in the revised District 
Environment Plan. A meeting in this regard may be 
held under the chairmanship of Deputy Commissioner, 
Ferozepur. Additional  Deputy Commissioner (Urban 
Development) may coordinate the issue by 
31.07.2022. 

MCs have informed that no such 

action plan has been submitted by 

producers/brand owners and 

producers/brand owners will be 

pursued by 30.09.2022, to make 

arrangements for disposal of 

plastic waste 

MCs/PPCB were directed that 

producers/brand owners be pursued to 

make arrangements for disposal of 

plastic waste and the said timelines be 

mentioned in the revised District 

Environment Plan. 

The chairman give instructions to 

MC to identify the brand 

ambassador i.e. sport person ,film 

star ,singer etc within a 15 days   
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2.15 Preparation of own by-laws to 

comply with SWM Rules, 2016 

All the MCs informed that own by-laws to comply with 
the Solid Waste Management Rules, 2016 have been 
framed. 

The Monitoring Committee noted the 
compliance. 

MCs informed that own by-laws to 
comply with the Solid Waste 
Management Rules, 2016 have 
been framed. 

The Chairperson noted the 

compliance. 

2.16 Provision of greenbelt and 

boundary wall around legacy 

waste dump site: 

The Monitoring Committee observed that as per the 
monitoring carried by Punjab Pollution Control Board, 
Regional Office, Faridkot on 13.06.2022, it has been 
noted that some of the MCs have constructed 
boundary wall partially, whereas, no green belt has 
been provided by any of the MC. All the MCs requested 
that the timeline for providing boundary wall and green 
belt around legacy waste dump site may be extended 
to 31.07.2022. 

The Monitoring Committee accepted the request 
made by the MCs and directed that boundary wall and 
green belt /plantation around the legacy waste dump 
site may be provided by all the MCs by 31.07.2022 and 
the said timelines may be mentioned in the revised 
District Environment Plan. 

MCs have assured that boundary 

wall and green belt /plantation 

around the legacy waste dump site 

will be provided by all the MCs by 

31.08.2022 

MCs have been directed that 

boundary wall and green belt 

/plantation around the legacy 

waste dump site be provided 

by all the MCs by 31.08.2022 

and the said timelines be 

mentioned in the revised 

District Environment Plan. 

2.17 Providing Compartments and GPS 

tracking in garbage carry vehicles 

As per District Environment Plan, all the MCs namely 
Ferozepur, Zira, Gur Har Sahai, Talwandi Bhai, Makhu, 
Mudki, Mallanwala Khas and Mamdot have GPS 
enabled compartmentalized vehicles. 

The Monitoring Committee noted the 
compliance. 

MCs have informed that all the 

mechanical vehicles available have 

GPS system for tracking the 

movement of vehicles carrying 

solid waste. 

The Chairperson noted the 

compliance. 

2.18 Action Plan for treatment of 
leachate generated from legacy 
waste dump site. 

The Monitoring Committee observed that none of the 
MCs namely Ferozepur, Zira, Gur Har Sahai, Talwandi 
Bhai, Makhu, Mudki, Mallanwala Khas and Mamdot 
have provided effluent treatment plant for treatment 
of leachate generated from legacy waste dump site. 
However, as per the District Environment Plan, the 
timelines for completion of said activity has been 
mentioned as 30.06.2022 and MCs requested that the 

MCs have informed that no 

arrangements for treatment of 

leachate has been provided. ETP 

for the treatment of leachate from 

legacy waste will be provided. 

MCs have been directed that 

effluent treatment plant for 

treatment of leachate may be 

provided by 31.12.2022 and 

the said timelines be 

mentioned in the revised 

District Environment Plan. 
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  timeline for treatment of leachate may be extended to 

31.12.2022. 
The Monitoring Committee accepted the 

request made by all the MCs and directed that Deputy 
Commissioner, Ferozepur may hold meeting with MCs 
and other concerned departments to resolve the issue 
regarding installation of effluent treatment plant for 
treatment of leachate generated from the legacy waste 
dump sites of each MC either in the cluster form or 
individually and the said matter may be resolved by 
31.07.2022 and effluent treatment plant for treatment 
of leachate may be provided by 31.12.2022. Additional 
Deputy Commissioner (Urban Development) may 
coordinate the issue. 

  

2.19 CCTV cameras and Piezometers to 

be installed at solid waste 

dumping sites. 

The Monitoring Committee was informed that none of 
the MCs have provided CCTV cameras and piezometer 
at solid waste dumping site. MC Ferozepur has 
provided piezometer at dumping site. It was requested 
that timeline for providing CCTV cameras and 
piezometer at solid waste dumping site by the MCs 
may be extended to 30.09.2022. 

The Monitoring Committee accepted the 
request made by all the MCs and directed that CCTV 
camera and piezometers at the solid waste dumping 
site may be provided by all MCs by 30.09.2022 and the 
said timelines may be mentioned in the revised District 
Environment Plan. 

MCs have informed that CCTV 

camera and piezometers at the 

solid waste dumping site will be 

provided by 30.09.2022 

MCs were directed to make 

compliance by 30.09.2022 

and the said timelines be 

mentioned in the revised 

District Environment Plan. 

2.20 Carcass should be utilized by 

adopting rendering process or 

incineration and priority may be 

given to carcass utilization plants. 

As per the District Environment Plan, short term 
measures for management of carcass disposal sites i.e. 
boundary wall, green belt, plantation and hedges etc. 
were required to be provided by all MCs/village 
Panchayats by 31.3.2022 and timeline for long term 
measures for utilization of carcasses by adopting 
rendering process or incineration, has been mentioned 
as 30.06.2023. 

MCs and DDPO assured that the 
short term measures like provision 
of boundary wall, green belt, 
plantation and hedges etc at the 
carcasses disposal sites will be 
provided by 30.09.2022. 

MCs and DDPO were directed 
to make short term measures 
like provision of boundary 
wall, green belt, plantation 
and hedges etc at the 
carcasses disposal sites by 
30.09.2022   and   PPCB   to 
submit       the       treatment 
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  All the MCs and DDPO, Ferozepur assured that 

the short term measures like provision of boundary 
wall, green belt, plantation and hedges etc. at the 
carcasses disposal sites shall be provided by 
30.09.2022 and requested that the timeline may be 
extended accordingly. 

The Monitoring Committee accepted the request 
made by MCs and DDPO and directed that short term 
measures like provision of boundary wall, green belt, 
plantation and hedges etc. at the carcasses disposal 
site may be provided by 30.09.2022 and the said 
timeline may be mentioned in revised District 
Environment Plan. 

The Monitoring Committee observed that as long 
term measures there is need to install carcasses 
utilization plant by adopting rendering process or 
incinerator at district level to take care of all the animal 
carcasses of all the towns and villages of the district, 
for which Deputy Commissioner, Ferozepur may hold 
meeting with Executive Officers of all the MCs, Punjab 
Pollution Control Board, DDPO and other concerned 
departments within 01 month and a proposal in this 
regard may be prepared by 31.08.2022 and modern 
carcass utilization plant may be installed by 30.06.2023 
as per the timeline mentioned in the District 
Environment Plan. Additional Deputy Commissioner 
(Urban Development) may coordinate the issue. 

 methodology being adopted 
for utilization of carcasses. 

The chairman gives instruction to xen 
PPCB to check the carcass of MC 
Ludhiana and any other site which it 
run successfully and after it will be 
discussed  

 

2.21 Management of wastewater and 

solid waste by the unauthorized 

colonies/ residential complex/ 

commercial complex developed 

by Private Colonizers. 

GLADA informed that unauthorized colonies/residential 
complexes/ commercial complexes developed by 
private colonizers have been identified and FIR have 
been lodged against these private colonizers. 
The Monitoring Committee observed that there is need 
to provide sewerage system and sewage treatment 
plant for treatment of wastewater and solid waste 
management system for treatment of solid waste by 

SDO, GLADA informed that there 
are 70 unauthorized colonies, out 
of case for filing FIR have been 
sent in 32 colonies and rest of the 
colonies have applied for 
permission/NOC. 

It was directed that all the MCs 
shall identify unauthorized 
colonies and get install 
individual STPs along the

In the said order, it has also been 
directed that District Magistrate may also ensure that 
as far as possible at least one pond/water body must 
be restored in every village, apart from creation of any 
new pond/water body.
