At the outset, the Assistant Environmental Engineer, PPCB intimated that Hon'ble National Green Tribunal in its order dated 05.07.2021 in OA no. 360 of 

2018 in the matter of Shree Nath Sharma Vs Union of India & Ors had directed in para no. 21 of the said order for completion of District Environment Plans of various 

Districts of the State. In compliance to said order, District Environment Plan of Fazilka was finalized which includes the timelines for completion of various activities i.e. 

management of solid waste, plastic waste, E-waste, C&D waste, bio-medical waste, hazardous waste, air quality, water quality, industrial wastewater, mining  activities 

and noise pollution. 

  He further welcomed all the officers/representatives of various stakeholder departments present in the meeting. Point wise activities of Revised District 

Environment Plan was reviewed. The review of same is as under:

1.0  Solid Waste Management 

1.1 Segregation of Solid Waste 

It is apprised that MC/NP namely Fazilka, Abohar, Jalalabad 

and Arniwala have not achieved 100% source generation 

and the Executive Officers of all the MC/NP requested that 

the timelines for achieving 100% source segregation for 

solid waste management may be extended to 31.07.2022. 

The Monitoring Committee accepted the request made by all 

the MC/NP and directed that 100% source segregation of 

MC/NP were directed to achieve 

100% source segregation of 

solid waste by 15.11.2022. 

MC/NP have submitted that 100% 

source generation has been 

achieved. 

The Chairperson noted the 

compliance.

The Chairman of the Monitoring Committee informed that the 
Hon'ble NGT vide its order dated 1.06.2020 in OA No. 325 of 
2015 in the matter of Lt Col. Sarvadaman Singh Oberoi vs 
Union of India & Ors, has directed in para No. 6 that 
harvesting surplus water during excessive rains from any 
areas of catchment needs to be optimized by enhancing the 
capacity of the existing ponds, water bodies, creation of 
water harvesting structures in the sub-watersheds to the 
extent possible. In the said order, it has also been directed 
that District Magistrate may also ensure that as far as 
possible at least one pond/water body must be restored in 
every village, apart from creation of any new pond/water 
body. 
Further, it was informed that while approving the building 
plan of the houses/commercial projects by the concerned 
MC/NP, the conditions for constructing the rain water 
harvesting structure in the premises of said 
houses/commercial projects are imposed. These conditions 
are required to be implemented by getting providing 
rainwater harvesting structures to recharge the groundwater.
