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DISTRICT PROFILE

Faridkot district is one of the 23 districts in the state of Punjab with Faridkot city as the district headquarters. The areal extent of Faridkot district is situated between
29 degree 54 feet to 30 degree 54 feet north latitude and 74 degree 15 feet to 75 degree 25 feet east longitude. Faridkot district is surrounded by District Ferozepur in
the North-West, Sri Muktsar Sahib in the South-West, Bathinda in the South, and Moga in the West. Faridkot is a historical city inMalwa Region which acquired its
name due to the arrival of Great Sufi Saint Sheikh Farid in the 13™ Century. The District covers an area of 1458 km which is 2.92% of the total area of the State and

accommodates a population of 6.18 lakhs, which is 2.27% of the total population of the State.

No river is flowing through the district, but there is a good network of canals which pass through the area. The main canals are Sirhind Feeder, Rajasthan Feeder and

Ferozepur Feeder Canal. Sirhind canal system has been serving the district for irrigation since long time.

¢ Availability of water resources

Central Ground Water Authority has been constituted under Section 3 (3) of the Environmental (Protection) Act, 1986 to regulate and control development and
management of ground water resources in the country.

The Government of Punjab has constituted Punjab Water Regulation & Development Authority (PWRDA) under the Punjab Water Resources (Regulation and
Management) Act, 2020 and is mandated to regulate the water resources of the State for ensuring their judicious, equitable and sustainable utilization and
management. The PWRDA is providing ad-interim permission for groundwater extraction to industrial and commercial units in the State.

The Punjab Pollution Control Board has decided that the Board shall continue to grant consent to establish (NOC) / consent to operate to the industries with the
advisory to obtain necessary clearance for abstraction of ground water from the Punjab Water Regulation & Development Authority (PWRDA). However, aforesaid

clearance shall not be insisted upon by the Punjab Pollution Control Board at the time of grant of consent to establish (NOC) / consent to operate to the industries.

Climate

The normal annual rainfall of Faridkot District is 449 mm in 24 days which is unevenly distributed over the district. The southwest monsoon sets in last
week of June and withdraws towards end of September and contributes about 78% of annual rainfall. The rest of the rainfall (22%) occurs during non
monsoon period. The climate of the district is characterized by the dryness of the air an intensely hot summer and cold winter. The year may be divided
into four seasons. The cold season starts by late November and extends to the middle of March. It is followed by hot season which continues to the end of

June when the south-west monsoon arrives over the district. The post monsoon season period is from October to December.
