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1.0 District Profile

Sahibzada Ajit Singh Nagar District has been carved out of areas falling in Ropar and Patiala
district as 18th District of Punjab on 14th April 2006. Because of its connectivity with the
Union Territory of Chandigarh, the district has been formed to achieve growth of
development as this area is emerging as major I.T. hub of Northern India. The district
includes Mohali, Kharar and DeraBassi Teshils. It is located in the north east part of Punjab
and is part of Rupnagar division. The District includes 383 villages. The important towns in
the district are Kharar, Kurali, Mohali, Zirakpur & DeraBassi. Kharar block is the largest
administrative unit of the district with 138 villages followed by Majri block with 116
villages and Derabassi block with 102 villages. 27 villages were newly added in the District
Sahibzada Ajit Singh Nagar which were carved out from District Patiala.

In District SAS Nagar, there are total 3 Sub-Divisions/Tehsils, 8 towns & 01 Municipal
Corporation. There are 03 Sub-Tehsil, 3 Blocks, and 8 Municipal Councils. MC Gharuan has
been notified recently and the data and action points related to MC Gharuan shall be
updated subsequently. There are total 371 Villages in the District & 332 Gram Panchayats.

c. Natural Resources
» River Ghaggar

The major water body following through the District is river Ghaggar which primarily
originates from Sirmour Hills in Himachal Pradesh, flows through the Morni Hills in
Haryana and enters into the State of Punjab near Village Mubarakpur of Tehsil Derabassi in
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Distt. SAS Nagar. After passing through the District SAS Nagar, it enters village Tepla of

Tehsil Rajpura in Distt. Patiala.

The Ghaggar River and its tributaries form the natural drainage system of Derabassi block
of the district, while north-eastern part is drained by Siswan Nadi, Jainti Devi Ki Rao and
Patiala ki Rao, which emerge from the Shivalik Hills. The Siswan Nadi drains the northern

part of the district and finally converges with Sutlej River in the Ropar district. While

JyantiKi Rao and Patiala ki Rao drains in NE-SW direction and joins the Ghaggar River. The

river Ghaggar and the drains, meeting with river, are non-perennial and carry surface run

off from fields filling in their catchment area during rainy season. However, sewage /

sullage of some of the cities, towns and villages situated along the river Ghaggar and other

drains is also discharged into the river directly or indirectly through drains/choe etc.

The control of pollution in River Ghaggar is under active considerations of state of Punjab.
In this regard, National Green Tribunal (NGT) vide its order dated 7.08.18 passed in case
OA no. 138 of 2016 and O.A. no. 139 of 2016 has passed directions to restore the standard
of water quality in the river Ghaggar to the prescribed level. NGT also constituted an
'Executing Committee’ under Chairmanship of Justice Pritam Pal, State level Special Task
Force under Chief Secretary and District level Special Task Force under Deputy
Commissioner to monitor the compliance of the order.

Also, NGT vide another order dated 20.09.18 passed in OA no. 673/2018 titled as news
item published in "The Hindu" authored by Shri. Jacob Kosuhy titled "More river stretches
are now critically polluted: CPCB" has directed to prepare Action Plans for bringing all the

polluted river stretches to be fit at least for bathing purposes (i.e. BOD <3 mg/l and FC<

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500 MPN/100 ml) within six months from the date of finalization of the action plans.
Accordingly, the action plan for clean river Ghaggar has been notified by the DECC on 18th
January, 2019.

Department of Science Technology and Environment vide its letter no. 10/352/2018-
STE(5)/1605949/1 dated 31.10.2019 has constituted a District Environment Committee
incompliance to the Hon’ble NGT order dated 26.09.2019 in OA 360 of 2018 titled as Shree

The major source of water is ground water. However as per CGWA report, the ground
water development in certain block of the District has been categorized as over exploited.
In major part of the district, the water level ranges between 5 and 10 m while the water
level in the northern part is more than 10 m below ground level. The stage of groundwater
development in three blocks is given as under:

f. Climate

Sahibzada Ajit Singh Nagar has a sub-tropical continental monsoon climate characterised
by a seasonal rhythm: hot summers, slightly cold winters, unreliable rainfall and great
variation in temperature5 (-1 to 44 °C or 30 to 111 °F). In winter, frost sometimes occurs
during December and January. The average annual rainfall is recorded at 617 millimetres
(24.3 in). The city also receives occasional winter rains from the west.

g. Wildlife Sanctuaries

There is one notified wildlife sanctuary in Distt. SAS NagarnamelyMohendra Chaudhary
Zoological Park, ChhatbirZoo(Wildlife Sanctuary), which is situated at a distance of 15 Km
from SAS Nagar on Zirakpur-Patiala Road and is spread over 505 acre of Government area.
Lion, Tiger, Hippopomtamus, Black Buck, Chital, Hog Deer, Blue Bull, Wild Boar, Jackal,
Rhesus Monkey, Peafowl, Brahminy Myna, Black and Grey Partridges, Quails, Elephant, etc.
are found here in this Sanctuary area.

h. Hydrometerology

The climate of Mohali district can be classified as subtropical monsoon. The normal annual
rainfall of the district is 1061 mm which is unevenly distributed over the area in 49 days.
The south west monsoon contributes about 80% of annual rainfall.

i. Geomorphologyand Soil Types

The area can be broadly grouped into two depending upon its geomorphic features as

alluvial fan and alluvial plains. Alluvial fans are deposited by hill torrents with a wavy plain

rather than a steep slope. Adjacent to the alluvial fan are the alluvial plains which forms a

part of large Indo Genetic Quaternary basin comprises of thick sand and silty sand layers

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inter bedded with silt and clay beds. The major soil type of the district is weakly solonized
tropical arid brown soils. The suitability of groundwater for irrigation purpose is calculated
by SAR and RSC values. The SAR and RSC value is below the permissible limit of 10.0 and
2.0 mg/I, respectively, in entire district. As per USSL diagram, ground water of the district
falls in medium to high salinity hazard and low sodium hazard and hence it is suitable for
irrigation in all types of soil.

j.- Rain Water harvesting Structure

Harvesting surplus water during excessive rains from any areas of catchment needs be
optimized by enhancing the capacity of the existing ponds/water bodies, creation of water
harvesting structures in the sub-watersheds to the extent possible, apart from setting up of
additional water bodies/water harvesting structures wherever viable, utilizing available
funds including under MGNREGA and involving the community at large at every level.
